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Auslan (Australian Sign Language) is the language of the 
Australian Deaf community, used by several thousands 
of deaf and hard of hearing people across the country. 
Auslan is used in a variety of settings, both within the Deaf 
community and in the wider community. Studying Auslan 
opens opportunities for a career in teaching, interpreting, 
welfare work, management roles and more.
